
1. Communication 
Students will demonstrate an intermediate to advanced level of communication in Spanish 
speaking reading, listening and writing. They will develop and express an extended 
argument using historical or literary text analysis.  

2. Cultural Understanding 
Students will gain an understanding of the variety and complexity of Hispanic cultures 
around the globe. In addition to learning about Hispanic culture in the classroom, majors 
are required to spend at least one semester abroad in a Spanish-speaking country. 
 

3.   Critical Thinking 
Students will read and interpret Spanish texts/sources, examine cultural 
interactions/nuances, and learn to make evaluative judgments. Students will learn to 
synthesize arguments, articulate their opinions and think analytically about the underlying 
grammatical Spanish system literary, cultural and linguistic topics in Spanish both in 
speaking and writing; distinguish and appreciate different literary styles and linguistic 
phenomenon; and make connections between literature and culture.   

 

Methods of Assessment 

Student learning is assessed using a series of direct and indirect assessment measures. 
These measures, the associated student learning goals, the context in which these tools will 
be used, and the use of the resulting information are presented in the following chart.
