Section 1. The Code





B. In the case of senator elections, the seat will remain vacant to be filled by IA by their
appointment process.

Section 8. In the event of a system or network failure in which the online election site is down
more than 12 hours over the entire course of the election, the online election will be extended by
the number of hours the site was down and all voters will be notified via e-mail of the extension.
Section 9. If, after an election has concluded,





6. After the hearing has been conducted, the Internal Affairs Committee will meet in
closed session to discuss the findings of the hearing and vote on a decision.
7. The votes of individual committee members shall remain anonymous.
8. The Internal Affairs Committee may rule in one of three ways:

a. The Internal Affairs Committee may decide that no further action needs to be
taken on the matter.
b. The Internal Affairs Committee may require a course of action to be taken not
resulting in disqualification.
c. The Internal Affairs Committee may decide to disqualify a candidate.

9. A three-fifths (3/5) majority vote of all voting members of the Internal Affairs
Committee is necessary to disqualify a candidate.
10. If it is decided that the candidate is disqualified, the candidate shall remain on the
ballot. The votes received for that candidate shall be void.
11. When a ruling is decided upon, the chair of the Internal Affairs Committee must
notify, in writing, within twenty-four (24) hours, the following parties of the ruling:

a. The President, Dean of Students, and Senate advisor
b. The student who filed the original complaint
c. The candidate who the complaint was filed against
d. All candidates who are running for the same office as the candidate whom the
complaint was filed against 12. The written notification of the Committee’s ruling
must include the following:

a. A description of the complaint
b. The Committee’s ruling
c. The Committee’s rationale for the ruling
d. If applicable, the Committee’s recommended steps to rectify
